C.	 Singles don’t need a motivational “You can do it” 
speech. They need to be reminded of the faithfulness 
of God as a motivation (and means) for their 
own faithfulness.

GOAL: To create an environment where singles learn how to stand 
for biblical truth. It is easier to stand for Christ when they have 
learned to bow at His feet.

B.	 “No man is an island” is more than a literary truth by 
John Donne. It is a biblical reality. God did not create 
us for 	 	 	 .
